Family Health Network of CNY/Applicant-Owner –85 South West St. - TM #76.32-01-06.100-R-3 –Article lll: Section 228-3 (I)-Road/Site/Building Signage. NYSDOT has recommended that the street signage conform with the Uniform Traffic Control at the Family Health Network building at the corner of 3 Technology Place and 85 South West St. On Technology Place put a directional sign to the medical building. The two building signs similar to the signs on the building below the current building.
County Planning has approved the plans if the signs will conform to NYSDOT. This is a type 2 action and no SEQRA is required.
