Pursuant to Village Law Section 6-610, the Village of Homer Board of Trustees will hold a Public Hearing to dedicate two new thoroughfares and affix names therein  within the Village of Homer:
Hastings Court with a Road Conveyance running North and South and Exiting onto:
Dee Street with a Road Conveyance running East and West and Exiting onto Route 11.

County Planning and 911 will work with the Village on the numbering of houses.
Minutes Trustee McGrath made a Motion to approve the minutes of June 10, 2025, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.

In the A Fund $191,000.00 is being reimbursable through the CHIPS program.
Privilege of the Floor: Mike Park updated the progress on the bids for the Town Hall basement renovations. The cost is estimated at $1.3 million, and work will start in September 2025 and finish in January 2026.  The Town Hall will have a generator to keep the Hall safe. Reed Cleland there are some job changes and Department readjustments at Cortland County Offices. Tim Maxson, HFD President, has offered up the Community Building to the Seniors for their gatherings.
Old Business: 
 The Mayor had a meeting with Thoma and State Representative to discuss finalizing the Linear Park.  The Village is set for a $244,000 reimbursement pending the Board approval to close the project out.  Due to the length in time there the Village will need to have an audit completed. On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve the final cost breakdown as listed and not include the demolition cost and submit it to the State, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.
           The Mayor has an estimate of $7,000.00 for the LOSAP audit. On Motion by Trustee McGrath to authorize the Mayor to sign the letter of engagement for the LOSAP audit not to exceed $7,000.00, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.
New Business: 
On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve the new Village Treasure Mary Ellen Stevens to have access to all Village of Homer accounts and privileges at the First National Bank of Dryden, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.
There will be a joint Public Hearing with the Town of Homer on July 9 at 6:30 PM to annex three properties on Wolf Road.
On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve the CBDG Housing Grant application, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.
On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve the pool credit for 2025 season in accordance with the Village standards and policies, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.
Attorney: Nothing at this time.
Comments by Board Members: 
Trustee McGrath nothing for now.
Trustee Porter will be visiting the Cemetery and Fire Department and is looking forward to that.  The Beautification Committee is still looking for volunteers.
Trustee Finkbeiner glad to hear that the Linear Park is coming to an end.
