Minutes Trustee McGrath made a Motion to approve the minutes of May13, 2025, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.

Privilege of the Floor: 
          Eric Demond arrived late and asked to speak, the Mayor approved. He presented his family history of the name of Dee St. He is asking to keep the name Dee St. on one of the roads in the development. 
Old Business: 
The Mayor spoke to Kathy Garvey had some suggestions of street names for Dee Street. The County Planning does need two names for numbering criteria. The next meeting names will be looked at and slimmed down.
           The Village had two prospects for LOSAP and Pen Flex audit and one has withdrawn. The Mayor would like to get one more prospect to have a third choice.
         The Village and the American Legion need to do a property adjustment. The problem is the Village property is considered Park Land and if any adjustment is made the NY State needs to approve it. The Village will get a survey and send it to the state and possibly get a quick approval. On Motion by Trustee McGrath to authorize the Village to pay for a survey between the Village and American Legion not to exceed $2,000.00, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes.

Linear Park is moving forward but the State is not satisfied with some paperwork. Thoma suggested that the Village move forward and deal with the State on the questions later.  
New Business: 
The Mayor attended the County meeting where the City of Cortland and the County are moving forward with the Sales Tax agreement as presented. The Thursday County Legislative meeting then put the agreement in question as to disbursement. At a standstill for now. 

The Mayor wants the Trustees to be included in the selection of assignments to the different Committees in the Village.
The Mayor is part of the Broad Band Project which is where the Cortland and Cayuga County must apply for grant money. This will be an asset for both Counties.
The mortgage tax distribution is paid out quarterly.
Glenwood Cemetery County Resolution Impact states that it is the only cemetery that has indigent burials. The Mayor is asking that the County needs to start asking that other cemeteries block out plots for indigent burials.

           The CHIPS issued $183,713.00 to pave streets in Homer. The Mayor confirmed with Phil the roads that will be repaved this year will be Willow Park, James St. (west of RR tracks), Elm Ave, Franklin St. and Rob San Dr. Rob San Dr. will be completed once the water connection is done.
The Jaws of Life at the HFD will need to be replaced. There is a trade in for the old set. On Motion by Trustee Arnold to approve the purchase of a new Jaws of Life, Seconded by Trustee McGrath- all ayes. 

The Dee Street water connection was approved, with a temporary easement. This will allow the Water Department to make a connection with Rob San Dr. to make a loop to improve water quality and pressure.
G&G Municipal Grant will write the grant for the water tank at the cost of $2,745.00. On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve the G&G to write the grant for $2,745.00 to acquire funds for the water tank, Seconded by Trustee Porter- all ayes. 

The Cortland Standard is back in print. On Motion by Trustee McGrath to approve The Cortland Standard as the Villages paper of record, Seconded by Trustee Arnold- all ayes. 

The Mayor present the latest on the bonds the Village has.
